Product Description
The V-Com Summit 3.0 Bluetooth helmet headset enables you to use your 
cell phone or enjoy music easily and comfortably from your motorcycle. In 
addition, you can enjoy clear, full-duplex1 intercom communication between 
driver and passenger (or driver to driver) without the use of a cell phone.

NOTES
1.	 Full-duplex intercom allows two users to talk and listen without to push-to-talk of 
2.	 If your cell phone or other device has this function.
3.	 Audio-Visual Remote Control Profile—this allows the V-Com headset to act as a remote control 

for paired device functions, if that device also supports AVRCP.
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v-Com OPERATION 

CAUTION: Only use Summit 3.0 V-Com Bluetooth helmet headset when it is safe to do so. Do not 
become distracted when driving.  Some states prohibit use of 2 earphones while driving. Obey all 
laws regarding use of communication devices while driving.  Familiarize yourself with the functions 
you plan to use BEFORE you get on the road.  Read the manual carefully before operating the system, 
and operate the Summit 3.0 V-Com Bluetooth helmet headset according to the manual for optimum 
performance. The Summit 3.0 V-Com Bluetooth helmet headset intercom functions best under 70 mph.

1.	T urning On Summit 3.0 V-Com Headset 
	 Press Control Button and hold it for 3 seconds,  
	 until you hear a “beep” sound. The flashing blue 
	 light indicates that the headset is turned on.

2.	T urning Off Summit 3.0 V-Com Headset  
	 Press Control Button and hold it for 5 seconds, until  
	 you hear a “beep” sound. All LED indicators will be  
	 shut off to indicate that the headset is turned off.

3.	 Put Summit 3.0 V-Com Headset in PAIR MODE 
	 With Summit 3.0 V-Com headset OFF, press  
	 and hold the Control Button for 6 seconds, until  
	 you hear	 a “beep” and see the LED alternately  
	 flash blue and red.

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Pairing Two Summit 3.0 V-Com Headsets 

To activate intercom communication between 2 Summit 3.0 V-Com helmets, you must pair the two  
headsets prior to first use. Headsets that have been previously paired will be automatically paired  
again when restarted.

	 1.	 Place the two Summit 3.0 V-Com headsets within 3 feet of each other.  Make sure that there 		
	 are no other Bluetooth devices in the pairing state nearby (within 30+ feet). Make sure there is 	
	 nothing between the two helmets.

	 2.	 Make sure the two Summit 3.0 V-Com headsets are in the OFF state.

	 3.	 Press the Control Buttons of both Summit 3.0 V-Com headsets simultaneously and hold them  
	 for 6 seconds; release both buttons when you hear the “beep” sound while the LED alternately 	
	 flashes blue and red. The two Summit 3.0 V-Com headsets are then in PAIR MODE.

	 4.	 With both headsets in the PAIR MODE press briefly and release the Control Button on  
	 ONE of the Summit 3.0 V-Com headsets.

	 5.	 The Summit 3.0 V-Com headset that has been pressed will automatically search for the other 	
	 Summit 3.0 V-Com headset that is in PAIR MODE, and will pair with it. 

	 6.	 The two Summit 3.0 V-Com headsets that are successfully paired will end their alternative 		
	 flashing between blue and red light, and change to flashing blue only. 

		  NOTE: Summit 3.0 V-Com headset can only pair with other Summit 3.0 V-Com units.

Pairing Three Summit 3.0 V-Com Headsets 
	 For the sake of these instructions, we will label the 3 helmets A, B, and C. Pair A and B according to  
	 the instructions above for pairing 2 Summit 3.0 V-Com headsets.  

	 1.	 Turn off A and B.

	 2.	 Pair helmets A and C according to the instructions above for pairing 2 Summit 3.0 V-Com headsets.

	 3.	 Turn off A and C.

	 4.	 Pair helmets B and C according to the instructions above for pairing 2 Summit 3.0 V-Com headsets.

	 5.	 Turn off B and C.  At this point, all 3 Summit 3.0 V-Com headsets are OFF.

	 6.	 Turn on A, B, and C.  

The 3 headsets will automatically pair.  At any given time, it is possible to communicate via full-duplex 
intercom between 2 of the 3 helmets as follows:  If A is closer (distance) to helmet B, a single push on 
the Control Button will connect A and B.  If A wishes to talk to C, a double push on the Control Button 
will connect A and C.  

After a connection is made the first time, a single push on the Control Button will connect the 
Summit 3.0 V-Com headset unit to the Summit 3.0 V-Com headset unit it was previously connected 
to, and a double push will connect to the other Summit 3.0 V-Com headset unit.

If A and B (or any 2 Summit 3.0 V-Com headset units) are connected, and C wishes to communicate 
with either of them, a single push on the Control Button will send a retquest to the Summit 3.0 
V-Com headset unit C was last connected to.  That Summit 3.0 V-Com headset unit will receive a 
beep, and can accept the call by double push the Control Button.  If the Summit 3.0 V-Com headset 
unit receiving the request does nothing the request will be rejected.

In the above situation if C wishes to communicate with the Summit 3.0 V-Com headset unit it was 
not most recently connected to, a double push on the Control Button will send a request to that 
Summit 3.0 V-Com headset unit.  The Summit 3.0 V-Com headset unit will receive a beep, and can 
accept the call with a double push of the Control Button, or reject it by doing nothing.

We recommend you practice with 3 way communication so you are familiar with the procedures 
BEFORE you get on the road.

Pairing Between Summit 3.0 V-Com Headset and Cell Phone 
	 1.	 Place the SUMMIT 3.0 V-Com headset and the cell phone within 3 feet of each other.  Make sure 	
		  there is nothing between them.

	 2.	 Make sure the V-Com headset is in the power-off mode.

	 3.	 Press and hold the Control Button of the Summit 3 V-Com headset for approximately 6 seconds.  	
	 Release the button when you hear the “beep”.  The LED lights will flash alternately blue and red.  	
	 The Summit 3.0 V-Com is now in PAIR MODE.

	 4.	 Following the cell phone manual instructions, put your cell phone in PAIR MODE and search for 	
	 the Summit 3.0 V-Com Bluetooth headset device.

	 v-Com OPERATION (Continued) 
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	 5.	 Choose the Bluetooth device that named “Summit 3.0 V-Com,” and press the confirmation 		
	 button to pair your cell phone with the Summit 3.0 V-Com headset.  If your cell phone requires 	
	 a password or pin code, enter “0000”. Once the pairing is complete, the LED indicator on the 		
	 Summit 3.0 V-Com headset will change from the alternately flashing blue and red flashing only 	
	 blue. The “beep” sound indicates the Summit 3.0 V-Com headset is successfully paired with 		
	 your cell phone. Now you can answer phone calls and enjoy music from your cell phone through 	
	 your Summit 3.0 V-Com headset.

Summit 3.0 V-Com Headset and Cell Phone Functions: 
Manually answer incoming phone calls – When there is an incoming call, short press MFB  
(Multi-Function Button) to answer the phone.

	 Automatically answer incoming phone calls – After 2 rings (about 8 seconds) the Summit 3.0 
V-Com headset will automatically answer the call.

	 Reject incoming phone call – Upon hearing your phone ring, press the MFB button and hold it for 3 
seconds until you hear a “beep” sound. The call will be rejected when you release the button. 

	 Hang up a call – In calling-active state, short press the MFB button or manually turn off the cell 
phone to hang up a call. 

	 Audio transfer 4 –To transfer a call from your headset to your cell phone, during the call press the 
MFB button and hold for 3 seconds.  The call audio will transfer from the helmet to the cell phone.  
Press the MFB button and hold for 3 seconds again, and the call audio will transfer back to the 
helmet headset.

	 Last number redial 4 – When the Summit 3.0 V-Com headset is connected with the cell phone, 
double press the VOL+  button to redial the last number called from the cell phone.  

	 Voice dial4 & 5 – When the cell phone is not being used for a call, double press the VOL+  button.  
The cell phone will prompt you to voice dial.

Summit 3.0 V-Com Headset Intercom Communication Functions: 
Activate Bluetooth Intercom headset Intercom communication function

	 After pairing two Summit 3.0 V-Com headsets, short press the MFB button on either headset to 	
	enable the intercom function. 

	 The Summit 3.0 V-Com headset’s memory feature enables it to record its pairing history with a 	
	previously paired Summit 3.0 V-Com headset. Short press the MFB Button of either power-on 	
	headset will activate their Intercom function.

	 Deactivate Bluetooth Intercom headset Intercom communication function

	 Short press the MFB button on either headset, and the Intercom function will be disabled.

NOTES
4.	 This function requires that your cell phone or other device (MP3 player, GPS, etc.) supports Bluetooth A2DP and AVRCP. 
5.  Please make sure your cell phone supports Voice Dial before activating the Voice Dial feature.

Pairing with MP3 Devices, GPS Navigation Systems, etc. 
The Summit 3.0 V-Com headset is capable of pairing with A2DP Bluetooth-enabled devices, 
including MP3 players, GPS navigation systems, etc.  Please refer to Basic Operations in this 
manual for instructions on putting the Summit 3.0 V-Com headset in PAIR MODE.  Please refer 
to the instruction manual for your Bluetooth device to put that device in PAIR MODE. After 
pairing, you can listen to the audio from your device through your Summit 3.0 V-Com headset. 

Summit 3.0 V-Com Headset and A2DP Bluetooth Device (MP3, GPS, etc.) Functions: 
Next track4 – Short press VOL- button to select the next song

	 Previous track4 –Short press VOL+ button to select the previous song

	 Volume Control –Press and hold VOL+ button to turn up the volume; press and hold Vol- button to 
turn down the volume. A bell will “ding” when the volume reaches its maximum or minimum. 

Summit 3.0 V-Com Headset and Multiple Devices – Automatic Mode Switching Function:
Device Priority:  1.  Cell phone   2.  Intercom   3.  Other devices
1.	 When the Summit 3.0 V-Com headset is in listening mode (music, GPS, etc.) or Intercom mode, the 

audio will automatically switch to an incoming or outgoing call, if there is one. After the call ends, 
the audio will automatically return to the previous listening or intercom mode.  It may take 5 or more 
seconds to restore from the phone call, depending on your cell phone.

2.	 When the Summit 3.0 V-Com headset is in listening mode (music, GPS, etc.) short press the MFB 
button to manually stop the music and switch to Intercom mode. The music will be automatically 
restored when the Intercom talk ends.

3.	 Since phone calls and Intercom communication take priority over other devices (MP3 GPS navigation 
system, etc.) device audio will only reach the V-Com headset when no phone call or intercom 
conversation is taking place. The device audio will be automatically restored after a call or intercom 
conversation ends.

TROUBLESHOOTING 

1.	 Unit not working, no LED light – Recharge the V-Com Main Unit for 4 hours or more.

2.	 V-Com Main Unit locks up – In some regions of high RF strength (near high power TV transmitters, GSM stations, 
airport radar) the V-Com Main Unit CPU can be overwhelmed and may lock up. Simultaneously short press the Reset 
key (gray key near the Power/Interphone key) and the Power/Interphone key. Or, recharge the V-Com Main Unit, upon 
Power On it should work normally.

3.	 No sound – Check volume. Check the physical condition of headset cables. Check that the audio plug is fully 
inserted in the jack. You can test the V-Com Main Unit with a Speaker/Boom Microphone/Audio Plug Unit of a 
functioning V-Com System, or use the “non-functioning” Speaker/Boom Microphone/Audio Plug Unit with a working 
V-Com Main Unit to isolate the problem.

4.	 Speakers whistling – Move Microphone further from the speaker, or turn down volume slightly.

5.	 Connection between cell phone or device lost – possible cause is high RF in the area. Short press the Phone/Play 
key, and the connection should re-establish. Also, see 8 below.

6.	 Unable to connect with cell phone – The V-Com can connect with the majority of name brand Bluetooth enabled 
cell phones, but we do not undertake that it can connect with all cell phones.

7.	 Auto Power Off – In some cases if your cell phone does not use a standard Bluetooth profile, using cell phone, 
interphone and music/device simultaneously will result in V-Com Main Unit shutting down when switching between 
functions. You can re-start the V-Com Main Unit by pressing the Power/Interphone Key, and note that using 2 
functions at a time may result in better performance.

8.	 If the suggested solutions listed above do not resolve the issue: Turn off cell phone. Turn off V-Com. Remove and 
re-insert cell phone battery. Turn on cell phone.  Turn on V-Com Main Unit. Follow pairing instructions on page 4.
